The Northwest is home to AstraZeneca's largest R&D facility; the UK's largest University (Manchester) with 50% of its research effort dedicated to life science and medicine; Europe's single largest in-market biomanufacturing community and the National Biomanufacturing Centre in Merseyside; UK Biobank, the largest of its kind in the world; the oldest School of Tropical Medicine in the world and Europe's first dedicated campus based bioincubator. 

In order to enhance the NW biotechnology infrastructure, the Bionow team manage a portfolio of projects. To date we have directly secured, or assisted in securing, over £60m in funding for such projects. The cluster is the people, the organisations and the companies within it. We have some great people, a tremendous 'can do' attitude and a real desire to succeed.
